You will need to go through the Activity Centre to access
the Museum Gardens. The floor is all on one level. One
wall is all glass with an automatic door to the Gardens. 

There will be fabric banners to read and a TV with
information about Magna Roman Fort. 

This room will be brightly lit.



You will see a red tent, where you can get dressed up in
Roman style helemts and a tabard that looks like Roman
armour. 

You do not have to get dressed up if you do not want to.
